On the Policies of Changing the Land into Villages in the Qing Dynasty

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Abstract: The policies of changing land into villages in the Qing Dynasty is mainly researched and analyzed from three perspective.
The first is the concept includes generalized and narrow senses, in which the former involves the areas of the gathering places of Miao
people in the southeast of Guizhou province, the west of Hunan province and Zang people in the west of Sichuan province, and the lat-
ter is Zang people in the west of Sichuan province limitedly. The second is the three academic relationships between the policies of
changing the land into villages and bureaucratization of native officers, i.e. inclusion, transition and correction, in which the latter
two are comparatively reasonable. The third is that the policies of changing the land into villages, as a part of land reclamation policy
system, pushed the contemporary local social stability and economic and cultural development.
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
