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Development of the Chinese Poetry Writing by the Minority Literati of Yunnan Province in

Abstract: The creation of Chinese poetry and prose in Yunnan Province rose in Ming Dynasty. In that time, many minority literati grew
up and made outstanding achievements. Their poetry and prose writing could be divided into three stages: the shining stars, converging
into streams and steady streams. These works endorse artistic literature concepts, including ambition, emotions, moralization, and
allegory and spread of tradition, with the artistic concepts as the poetry aesthetic value criteria.

Confucianism, Taoism and Buddhism, and uphold Chinese national identity by royalism, patriotism etc.
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
